
5. Is there a way to reprint the 8.5” x 11” 
public awareness posters and artwork in 
a larger size? 

Yes and no. The artwork and posters are designed 
to print at specific dimensions and scaling them 
up or altering the width­to­height ratio may 
distort them. If you are thinking about producing 
a larger piece, contact your local printer or 
office­supply staff for printing assistance. 

6. Is the camera­ready artwork available 
in color? 

Yes! The CD­ROM included with the hard­copy 
Resource Guide and the online version of the 
Resource Guide at http://ovc.ncjrs.gov/ncvrw 
2009/welcome.html both contain digital color 
JPEG and PDF images. Please note, the smaller, 
8.5” x 11” public awareness posters are only 
available in black and white.

In addition, the 
Theme DVD can be downloaded onto your 
computer (right­click on the video file and 
choose “Save Target As” to save to your hard 
drive or other device). It is available at http://ovc. 
ncjrs.gov/ncvrw2009/welcome.html and can be 
played on a computer monitor or projected from 
a computer onto a screen or wall. The Theme 
DVD, however, is not available in VHS or 
Beta format.
